Its Old Harbor is extraordinarily picturesque
and has been a favored subject of countless artists, including,
perhaps most famously, Claude Monet. It is also our gateway to the
beaches of Normandy and to Colleville-sur-Mer, home to the World
War Il Normandy American Cemetery and Memorial. The majority
of the nearly 10,000 American soldiers killed at Omaha Beach are
buried in this 170-acre cemetery on land given to the United States
by France as a token of gratitude. (B,L,D)

Sunday, August 4

the explorer, Jacques Cartier. It is also our gateway to the UNESCO
World Heritage Site of Mont-St.-Michel. Rising abruptly from the
flat Dol marshes is a great granite cone with a town, fortress and
monastery clinging to its steep sides. Crowned by the 11th-century
abbey church, Mont-St.-Michel is one of the architectural marvels
of Western Europe. After lunch aboard ship, enjoy an afternoon tour
of St. Malo, followed by time at leisure to walk along the town'’s walls
and explore the little shops that line the quaint streets. (B,L,D)

Monday, August 5

TRESCO, ISLES OF SCILLY, England

Located about 30 miles off the coast of Cornwall, the Isles of Scilly
are a cluster of low-lying islands that have been specially designated
as an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Due to their mild winter
climate and long hours of summer sunshine, they are able to host the
botanical marvel thatis Tresco Abbey Gardens. Benefitting from high
walls and hedges that protect it from the Atlantic winds, this world-
class garden prides itself on a collection of 20,000 plant species from

This medieval fortification remains the heart of Concarneau, with
15th and 16th-century half-timbered, gabled buildings lining the
cobblestoned streets within the walls. Rue Vauban, the main street,
leads to the fishing port—the leading tuna port in Europe—where
more than 200 boats line the docks in front of the fish market. (B,L,D)
